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From September 2008 it will be possible within the existing taught MA in 

Theology and Pastoral Studies to follow a pathway which concentrates on 

Liturgical Studies. The compulsory Methods, Practice and Reflection module 

includes a sub-option on Liturgical Texts. Optional modules (from which three 

must be chosen) normally include: 

 Liturgy, Culture and Context 

 Singing the Word: Music & Theology in Western Liturgical Chant 

 Cistercian Studies 

 Ecclesiology (including Sacramental Theology) 

 Research Project of the candidate’s choice. 

Further relevant optional modules will be available soon. The Dissertation (of up 

to 14,000 words) provides an opportunity for an extended study on a liturgical 

topic. 

The degree will be taught over 3 years, with teaching at Mirfield over four 

weekends (Friday evening and all day Saturday) during each of years 1 and 2. 

The dissertation will be completed in year 3.
